You can help with two main activities—talking to
your child and reading aloud. Children who hear
a variety of words from adults recognize and
understand important concepts when they begin
to read. Your partner in this process is your
library, with free books, activities and advice.

Pre-schoolers are learning about letters and sound,
pictures and print.

Choose books and participate
in activities.

* Write or make up stories together. You

can start a story, and your child can finish.

Or take turns. If you write it down, have
your child draw pictures for the story.

* Sprinkle word games throughout
your day that help your child hear
differences in words —rhymes, names
of things that start with the same letter,
compound words.

* Bea good example. Let children see
you reading the newspaper, magazines,
recipes, anything!, as well as writing
(a grocery list, letters, notes).
